          How To Register

    New applicants must come to the
    Village Hall with proof of age and
    residence. One or more items such
    as   a driver’s license, voter
    registration, or birth certificate will
    usually serve this purpose.

                     How It Works

     Once a resident is registered,
he or she may be issued up to
12 tickets per month. One ticket
may be applied to the cost of
one cab ride. Each ticket has a
value of $3.00. The tickets are
NON TRANSFERABLE and can
be used only by the person to
whom they have been issued.
Lost   tickets cannot be
replaced.

Come into the Village Hall at
300 Portwine Road between
8:30 a.m. and 1:30 p.m.
weekdays to register.

  Cab Hints

• When calling for a ride, notify
the cab company that you
are a Dial-A-Ride member.

• If your driver is not familiar
with the Dial-A-Ride
program, suggest he call his
dispatcher for information.
